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Fooõs Spot - Winter Safety 
   Oooh Winter is almost here!  Winter brings lots of fun and 

festivities, but we must all remember to be extra careful 

with our fur-kids during these cold winter months.  Here are 

some great safety tips to follow: 

Did you know that holly, mistletoe and poinsettia 

plants are poisonous to pets? Make sure these pretty 

plants are kept in places that we cannot reach. 

Holiday lights can get very hot and burn us, so please 

remove them from the lower branches of your tree. 

Watch those electrical cords! Sometimes we like to 

chew these and can get shocked or electrocuted.  

Beware of glass ornaments. These can break and cut 

our mouths and feet. 

Edible ornaments may sound yummy, but we might 

knock the tree down trying to get them. 

Both natural and artificial trees have sharp needles 

that are indigestible. Please keep an eye on us when 

we are near the tree. 

Tinsel is oh so purdy, but if we swallow it, it will block 

our intestines. 

Be careful with your alcoholic drinks and chocolate 

sweets. Keep these out of our reach because they are 

very toxic to us. 

When we go outside we may get wet from the snow, 

please towel or blow-dry us and keep our paws clean.
